A new clinic for the Holmen, WI community will open in June of 2009, with 13,000 SF of space on the
main level and 13,000 SF of unfinished “future” space in the lower level.  Main level features include:

· a drive under canopy and a lobby area with clerestory lighting from above
· symbolic stone medallions on the exterior brick masonry facade
· check-in and check-out areas
· a full-service pharmacy
· lab and radiology suites
· 21 exam rooms and 2 procedure rooms
· a patient education room, 2 nurses stations and assessment areas
· 8 provider offices, a business office and a staff lounge

The site development is a joint venture between FSH and Altra Credit Union, with the extension of
South Main Street through both properties as the key in making the project part of the Holmen commu-
nity.  Green or sustainable building principles are being incorporated into the project and include:

· pervious “drainable” asphalt paving
· a white membrane roof
· rain gardens and native landscaping
· on-site storm water retention
· green tinted windows
· energy efficient lighting and controls
· energy efficient HVAC systems and controls
· materials and products that are durable, nontoxic, high in recycled content and easily recycled
· 50% of building products are specified to be manufactured within 500 miles of the project
· Superior Indoor Air Quality: sources of contamination are controlled, maximum ventilation is

provided and  moisture accumulation is prevented
· Commissioning: A “systems check” for the facility. The process tests, verifies, and fine-tunes the

performance of key building systems so that they perform at the highest levels of efficiency.
